	Summary Statement Problem Behavior 1 (Part 2 of BIP): STUDENT refuses to complete work by putting his head down, saying he will not do it, threatening to and/or throwing items in the room, and/or threatening to hurt himself..

	When (trigger condition): 
When STUDENT is asked to complete an assignment that he thinks is too hard and/or when STUDENT is asked to redo or make up an assignment
	The student is likely to (Behavior 1): refuse to complete work by putting his head down, saying he will not do it, threatening to and/or throwing items in the room, and/or threatening to hurt himself..
	In order to (function): Escape participating in an activity or event

	This is more likely to occur when (influencing conditions or setting events): When STUDENT does not want to do an assignment or thinks an assignment is difficult.

	Prevention Strategies 

Prevention strategies should be implemented daily and before the problem behavior occurs. Indicate the function of the problem first and then list the prevention strategies for Problem Behavior 1 (Part 3 of the BIP).
	Teaching Strategies

Consist of methods for teaching the student the replacement behavior instead of the problem behavior (Part 4 of the BIP).

	Response Strategies

When the problem behavior occurs, what ways will the staff and student be expected to respond to avoid inadvertently reinforcing the problem behavior (Part 5 of the BIP). Include a hierarchy of responses starting with the least intrusive strategy first. 

	Function:  Escape activity or event
· STUDENT will receive an adjusted work load.
· Some choice on what problems he should complete.

· STUDENT will receive frequent teacher prompting and assistance.

· Rewards and consequences of appropriate and inappropriate behavior will be discussed with STUDENT.


	1. What is the Replacement Behavior? : 

Utilize appropriate coping strategies such as asking for help, taking a break, talking to a preferred adult, taking deep breaths, discussing making up the work, etc..
2. Who will introduce the Replacement Behavior to the student? When? Where?

In the counseling setting with the school psychologist, STUDENT will continue to learn appropriate coping strategies to manage negative emotions.
3. Where, when and with whom will the student practice the Replacement Behavior?

In the counseling setting, STUDENT will practice applying his coping strategies to hypothetical and real-life situations.
4. How will the student be supported in generalizing the Replacement Behavior into the classroom setting or other relevant areas of the school building?

STUDENT's teachers will be aware of what coping skills he is learning and cue him to use one or more of them when he appears upset. When STUDENT is able to follow teacher direction or initiate a strategy independently during a visibly difficult situation, he will earn points toward an agreed upon reinforcement.
5. What will be used to reinforce the student in utilizing the Replacement Behavior?  
	1. Remove sharp object from STUDENT's possession.
2. Remind him to use other words and strategies to express his feelings..
3. Teacher cueing to take a short break and refocus.
4. Forced choice - "STUDENT you need to complete five problems, you can pick which five".
5. Allow a minute or two for STUDENT to make his decision.

6. Give final warning
7. Arrange for a time when he will make up work he is refusing to do.
8. Call for related service provider or administrator
9. Related service provider or administrator will talk with STUDENT and contact parent.
