More than a technical solution, it is expected to find those elements that make the research a novelty or an improvement in its field of action, as well as an advantage regarding similar solutions. In the discussion, the analysis of the results achieved are presented, and they should correspond with the objectives stated in the paper)


(Graphs, tables and figures must be mentioned in the body of the text. A footnote for each graph, table of figure should be included, and it must contain the source from which it is extracted. If the graphs, tables and figures are elaborated by the authors, the source must state: created by the author(s).

Figure 1. The title of the figures should be placed in the lower part, centered, with the use of sequential numbering in relation to the order in which they appear in the paper (Times New Roman, font size 10).

4. Conclusions
(The conclusions arise from the research carried out. Each conclusion must be based in what has been stated and discussed in the paper, and must reflect the fulfillment of the objectives. They should indicate how the research contributes to or it is an improvement in the field and subject of study. Besides, they must suggest its applications and future researches).

5. Bibliographical references
(For the elaboration of citations and references, authors are free to use the bibliographical norm or style they seem appropriate. It is suggested the use of Harvard Style 8th Edition or APA 6th edition.
