1. Lesson Focus (concepts and skills to emphasize):

          Run Light a candle together

2. Lesson Objectives: 
 
· Go through entire piece checking areas touched before 
· Pay attention to entrances and cuts
· Work on expression (dynamics and faces) 
· Students will be able to identify where they are tutti (together) and when they are divided
This lesson is adapted for:
Academic- Jane Doe
Jane Struggles in class matching proper pitches. She also has problems holding out the same pitches. She succeeds when there are others singing properly around her. 
Behavior- John Doe
John is a foster student pushed between households without a role model in his life. He has issues maintaining focus during the lesson; talking to friends and walking around. Student lacks engagement. John also distracts other students during the lesson by talking to those around him and walking around playing on keyboards in classroom etc.
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· (prior to lesson: I will have Jane placed around people that sing the same part as her and also on the seating chart I will place John in a place he wouldn’t be encouraged to talk to the students around him.)
3. Introduction/Motivation 
· Greet John Doe ask him how he is doing. 
· Have students get out their music for rehearsal
· Welcome students as the walk into classroom 


4.    Sequence:  
· Begin class with a “ch ch ch” signaling the beginning of class
· John will know when to stop talking.
· Jane will know when to start listening. 
· I will warm up the class with 

a. Vocal Warm-up’s #1-
· Students will sing ah down five notes 
· Bb below middle c to F above staff
· Solfeggio scale review, the whole class will use guided practice to show the solfeggio scale in sign language.
·  I will have students leave out notes of scale for internalization do three runs then full scale by showing “Shh” on the parts that aren’t supposed to sing (model this first)
·  While doing the scale I will walk around the room using proximity to keep students engaged.

b. Vocal Warm Up #2 
· Learn C-O-F-F-E-E
· I will chunk the warm up in to 2 bar phrases and teach students by modeling “coffee” first then I will have them sing it.
· Do sitting activity to add dynamics 
· For the sitting activity, students will stand when the music is supposed to be forte and when students are sitting the music should be soft. (will help with lesson later when applying the concept of dynamic contrast) If John Doe is not participating I will ask other students to come to the front to come up and show the class how it works.  OR  If John doesn’t respond I will ask him to show me forte and ask another student to show me piano.
· Do in around pt. 1 & pt. 2 (if time, if not next week)
· This is to build confidence on cannon like entrances as seen in light a candle

c. Light a candle
Start at m. 9 try to run from beginning to end (With Mrs. Wilson playing piano) 
 -show split how to find low c **if needed* (m. 25)
Sing through Jane Doe’s part to assist her with her notes that she may be having trouble with.
If students still have issues with memorization:
· Repeat the piece multiple times to allow aural learners to get the music memorized.
·  Have students move their arms to show the cresendos. 
· If there are problems still I will give my students their music back to look at their part. 
With these different ways of working on the piece John Doe will be more engaged with the lesson.

· I will most likely have to go back and fix entrances where the parts come in at different times.  (mm. 37; 45; 65; 73)
· If students need reinforcement have them do sitting activity crouching when piano (soft)  and standing tall when music is Forte (loud)

5. Review/Wrap-Up: 
· Students will sing through the entire piece reviewing what they had learned during the lesson.
·  While the students are singing the run through I will walk around the choir singing Jane’s part to provide her with the proper notes she should be singing. 
· When she is mirroring the proper pitches, I will give her reinforcement by telling her she sounds great and can sing out more. When singing the incorrect pitches I will point out an accurate singer and have the choir listen in to her.
· I will mention to John Doe that he is doing well along with calling out other students for their good singing. If he doesn’t practice proper behavior I will use proximity to encourage better behavior.  
· I will thank the students for their time during rehearsal. And hand out the weekly self-evaluation form. Students will fill out the rubric and I will add my scores later. 

6. Classroom Setup
· Choir risers
· Piano in center

7. Materials Needed:
· Risers
· Piano
· Music
· Pencil
· Folders

8. Adaptions:
- I will have Jane placed around people that sing the same part as her.
- I will place John in a place he wouldn’t be encouraged to talk to the students around him.
- Greet John Doe ask him how he is doing. 
- Begin class with a “ch ch ch” signaling the beginning of class
- Solfeggio scale review, the whole class will use Guided practice to show the solfeggio scale in sign language
- While doing the scale I will walk around the room using proximity to keep students engaged.
- For the sitting activity, students will stand when the music is supposed to be forte and when students are sitting the music should be soft
- If John Doe is not participating I will ask other students to come to the front to come up and show the class how it works.  OR  If John doesn’t respond I will ask him to show me forte and ask another student to show me piano.
