Engagement:
Warm-up Routine (10 -15 mins)
-Independent time (Clearly described on stand) 5 mins

Focus on Tone during flow studies. TAKE YOUR TIME…

Exploration: (5 mins)
Students will explore the contents of the tech sheet by writing in appropriate fingerings, note names and
playing through the passage on their own.

Explanation: (25 mins)
Teacher will write 4 notes on the board and then play them on the trumpet. The teacher will ask if they all
sound the same.

Teacher will then introduce that they are different because of the symbol that is attached to the note.

● Teacher will make sure students understand that accidentals carry through the measure but not the
whole piece of music.

Lesson 8 in MMM book:
Students will then be asked to look into their book at lesson 8 and see it in context.

Elaboration: ( 15 mins)
Teacher will elaborate by having students play through example 1-4 and experience the accidentals on their
own.

Evaluation/Assessment: (15 mins)
Students will be evaluated on participation and the final play through with the participation rubric.

Differentiation, Modifications, and Accommodations:

ELL:
Promoting understanding-
Enunciate clearly and speak in a natural rhythm and tone of voice to foster comprehension.
Label instruments and musical supplies and equipment to connect spoken and written word.
Present information, restate the question and explain the task in a different way to assure understanding.
Use posters, charts, pictures, and symbols to provide visual cues.
Building Confidence-
Respond positively to students, even if the answer is incorrect.
Maintain high expectations and provide attainable challenges.
Music Literacy Strategies for ELLS-
Rephrase and retell
Ask students to rephrase and retell to check for comprehension
Use vocabulary and symbol charts to reinforce vocabulary.
Create a visually rich and stimulating environment; have music books, posters, magazines and pictures
available for student use.
Model reflective responses to encourage student self-assessment.
Incorporate opportunity for read aloud

Special Learners:
Highly structured activities with clear expectations.
Communicate in short sentences with simple vocabulary.
Provide immediate feedback and positive reinforcement.
Establish rules and consequences for inappropriate behaviors.
Model positive attitudes

Consistency in instructional behaviors and expectations.
