I. GEOGRAPHICAL CLASSIFICATION
A. Location
The topography of Purok Red Coral is near at the Carole Dy's Nature Park and partially at the back of Felipe R. Verallo Memorial Foundation, Inc. and its purok center is located 313.87 m (1,029.76 ft.) from corner to the center which is near the school and its school dormitory. The surface area is a hill and the way to visit from a highway facing the City of Bogo Science and Arts Academy which buses from Cebu City always have their right turn. Its narrow street is a one - way which made of lime or "anapog" and the corner has a two-story house on the right and on the left is a signpost. The area has an old big tamarind tree which is grown for about 40-50 years as estimated. The distance covered by the purok is 432.51 m (1,418.98 ft.) from corner to its boundary. The location is good in planting crops which some residents have corn crops and most of them are farmers and other source of livelihood is through livestock-raising and poultry. There are 55 total number of households in the purok and 202 total number of residents.

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ORGANIZATIONAL STRUCTURE

The Purok Disaster Risk and Reduction and Management Committee (PDRRMC) is a committee under purok governance which 


A. The Creation PDRRMC:
The committee is composed of the members of the council, education, church, sectors and organizations in the purok community. The following are sectors that should have an active and important role at PDRRMC that are being approved by the council of the purok by appointment:
Children’s Sector
Youth Sector
Women’s Sector
Senior Citizens’ Sector
PWDs’ Sector
Farmers’ Sector
Fishing’s Sector
Sector for Indigenous People
Professionals’ Sector
Sector of the Church
Private Sector
Sector for Barangay Tanods or Community Police Precinct Representatives
Overseas Filipino Workers
Cooperatives
Other Legitimate Groups or Barangay Sector
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B. The Composition of PDRRMC:
The general governance (Chairmanship) of PDRRMC is the appointed Chairman of the Disaster Risk Reduction and Management under the Purok Governance Team to be assisted by the Sub-committees and to be supported by the Operations or Admin.
According to the Purok Ordinance No. 001 – 2018 of Purok Red Coral, the following must take into responsibility:
The Committee Chair on Disaster Risk Reduction and Management

To assist the Purok President on matters concerning the awareness in times of calamities and formulating solutions to reduce the disaster that will occur in the community, such other relative programs, projects, or activities within the purok.

To make forms and reports on respective committee assignment and submit to the Purok Secretary.

To call and preside meetings, assemblies and all other official activities of the purok and coordinate with the members on the matters concerned and related to disaster risk reduction and management.

To monitor members’ performances in the activities of the purok and countersign in behalf, with the authorization of the Purok President in the certification and other documents.

To formulate action plans related to disaster risk reduction and management and lead the made plans throughout the implementation process.

To act as a representative to any programs or activities conducted by the barangay, LGU and government agencies. In the reason of unavailability, he/she shall coordinate with the vice-chairman or members of the committee.

To assist the Purok President in the dissemination of the information to the constituents thereof.

To take with responsibility in giving assignments for the good of his/her members and is accountable for any complaint may arise.

To perform such other related duties and responsibilities as may be directed by the Purok President.

C. Duties and Responsibilities of the Operations or Administrative
To make it ready and arranged every necessity of the PDRRMC such as documents, and forms to be used to give a corresponding support by the team in implementing the activities or projects of the purok.
To make it in a smooth recording of all the plans, activities and projects according to disaster risk reduction and management.
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C. Duties and Responsibilities of the Sub - Committees
Prevention and Mitigation

To conduct a study on purok vicinity about disaster risk reduction and management.
To recommend and support the implemented laws on DRRM or programs on caring the natural resources and environment.
To help in implementing laws, programs, activities and projects to avoid and lessen the impact of risks or hazards that are possible to be happened in the purok.
To be the first one to plant trees or mangroves.
To conduct a study on the vulnerability of the purok.

Preparedness or Planning and Training

To support rightfully and with quality the plans of the purok.
To make and to help on the preparation such as trainings prior to hazards.
To conduct simulation exercise or drills.
To disseminate information of preparedness to the residents living inside the vicinity of the purok especially those living in hazard area.

Response or Operations

To be the first to implement projects on DRRM.
To help on evacuation of the residents from the hazard areas to the evacuation center or safe place.
To secure that the residents are aware on the upcoming hazards on appropriate time for preparing.

Recovery and Rehabilitation

To help on assembling public owned damages and community services.

D. Duties and Responsibilities of the Response Sub - Committee
Rapid Damage Assessment and Needs Analysis (RDANA) Team

To conduct a survey on the total damages brought by the calamity on the purok.
To enlist the damaged properties of the community and the members of the purok.
To make reports on damages, mortality caused by the calamity to PDRRMC.

Search, Rescue and Retrieval Team

To give a support to the residents who need to evacuate or to save from stagnant or cannot able to escape from the approaching hazards.
To be the first to search on missing residents because of the disaster or emergency.
To help the authority in searching, rescuing, and retrieving the found dead bodies or corpse because of the disaster or emergency.
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Evacuation and Camp Management Team

To check the smoothness and completeness of the profile of the evacuees inside the evacuation center.
To check that there should be a smooth flow of the evacuation center and the people occupying it.
To check that there should be rules to be agreed by the people inside the evacuation center. 

Relief Distribution Team

To rule with smoothness on giving the relief goods for the victims of the disaster.
To secure that all residents in the community especially those affected by the disaster will be given a just and equal sharing of the relief goods and services.

Health or First Aid and Psychosocial Support Team

To secure that there should be an enough supply of the medicine for those who need especially on those occupying the evacuation center.
To give right and accurate information on caring the health and psychosocial concerns to avoid fatal health conditions during the time of the disaster. 
To check that there should be a complete and appropriate facility for those who are ill, pregnant, women, aged, PWDs and children.

Fire Management Team

To assign a person on the Operation Center within 24 hours every day.
To conduct an eager response as first responders of the purok on the places that need assistance to stop the fire and to save the residents.
To help to the responders for saving the residents from hazards on those affected areas especially the vulnerable groups.

E. Duties and Responsibilities of the PDRRM Team
Communication and Warning Team

To keep track on the level of water on the river or sea or whatever land and water formation in the purok vicinity and to report immediately to the PDRRMC or Purok President about the condition of it in order to make a corresponding decision by the PDRRMC and to work on it.
To give a right and accurate information or warning to the community for early prevention and safe decision if what an appropriate action to be done by the PDRRMC or evacuation if needed even the typhoon is not yet come or any risks may be arise.
To secure that there is an order, accurate and prompt system or process and materials for communication of the purok especially the DRRM.
To negotiate and to cooperate with other sub – committee of PDRRMC or agency of the local government regarding DRRM and especially on the times of emergency.
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Transportation Team

To secure a smooth system of transportation on the purok or any task regarding DRRM. It includes inventory of possible vehicle on the task of the committee especially when there is a calamity and to make a MOA on private sectors with vehicle.

Security and Safety Team

To ensure safety on every member on the community on any task or project regarding DRRM.
To ensure a good condition and location of every material or equipment to be used in DRRM or relief goods and other intended or reserved for possible disaster comes.
To make an outline on guidelines regarding the assurance of the safety on the tasks of PDRRMC especially on times of emergency or disaster. 

Education Team

To ensure the consideration of children’s education and youth on whatever programs of DRRM.
To ensure that there should be an involvement of the private or public schools on the programs of the PDRRMC or programs of the school regarding DRRM.
To elevate the awareness and knowledge of purok members regarding the tasks and events on the DRRM.
To help in documenting of the plans and other tasks of PDRRMC.

Protection Team

To ensure the human rights shall take always into consideration on whatever tasks or projects of the PDRRMC especially on the vulnerable sectors such as children, youth, women, senior citizens, and PWDs.
To ensure that the compliance of the legal process on implementing the laws of DRRM on barangay or purok and protocols regarding DRR. 

Damage Control Team

To ensure that the infrastructures or equipment and materials that can be possibly affected or can be damage by risk on the community should be fix from the danger areas.
To find out and to register all the things, structures, supplies, facilities and other things that can be possibly affected by the risks within the community.

Research and Panning Team

To evaluate information or data collected from the survey regarding DRR on the purok.
To make recommendations on how prevent disaster if possible and or suggest precautionary measures to minimize the effects disaster.
To plan for eager response on disaster and to submit recommendations for the allocations of needed resources.
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F. Duties and Responsibilities of the Recovery and Rehabilitation Team
Livelihood Team

To conduct a study with the cooperation of the other sectors regarding the damaged livelihood of the residents within the community.
To give recommendations on solutions to the barangay officials or purok governance team regarding on what they studied  and what are the long – term solutions that can possibly be done by the residents with partnership of the barangay and LGU and other government agencies that can help on elevating the livelihood of the people.
To submit results of the study regarding livelihood to the PDRRMC. 

Infrastructure and Shelter Team

To conduct a study regarding the number and quantity of the damaged structures and houses within the community.
To submit to the PDRRMC the conducted study regarding the structures and houses.

Rapid Damage Assessment and Needs Analysis (RDANA) Team

To make a general and wide study regarding to the total damages caused by the calamity in the purok.
To primarily enlist the damaged properties or properties of the community and the members of the purok.
To submit a report regarding the damages, dead, and ruined by the disaster to the PDRRMC. 


COMMUNITY RISK ASSESSMENT (CRA)

The Community Risk Assessment (CRA) is a process of determining the risks that can possibly be experienced and can be identified the impact and range that can may cause risk in the community. Through the simultaneously knowing the impact and opportunity that is present in the environment or surrounding in the purok that can help in lessening the risk.
