ACUTE CASE 6

A 56-year-old female Hindu patient came to hospital complaining of pain, offensive smelling yellow discharging ulcer in lateral side of right great toe and disappearance of the nail of the right great toe. Her complaints started 2 weeks back after improper nail trimming. The patient was constantly moving her toe as she got > from it. Physical examination showed granulation mass on the nail plate and fistulation from the proximal nail fold to the tip of the toe. 

The complaint started with pain, swelling, and erythema followed by seropurulent discharge.
