CHRONIC CASE 6

Tongue has unusually large and moist 

She was very co-operative but was constantly asking about the cure rate in similar conditions. Cannot narrate her problem properly, seem to have a dull memory. 

Her mother & maternal cousins were having complaints of PCOD & Fibroid. Father died of COPD.
